From Father Chuck’s Desk...Like so many other sins,
envy begins a common feeling. It might not be possible to
stop our feelings, especially when we first recognize them,
but we have a moral obligation to prevent them from
becoming a habit. Envy has the privilege of being ranked
among the seven “deadly sins” because of its power to
spiral out of control with extreme consequences in the
relationships we are called to cherish as God’s blessing.

Envy is transparent with young children. They don’t
want to share toys or affection and loudly show their
displeasure when a ‘“rival” threatens their comfort zone.
Although God sees us as we are and loves us more than
the best parent, we gain sophistication with our years and
develop the power to conceal our feelings from others. To
our spiritual peril we might delude ourselves into believing
that God doesnt know either. We might also fail to
recognize the damage we cause to our ability to love those
around us when the poison of envy clouds our judgment.

In the “Purgatorio” section of Dante Alighieri’s classic
epic, The Divine Comedy, a character named Sapia (a
name indicating her sophistication) suffers from envy in her
earthly life. Her purgation process involves temporary
blindness and the need to hold on to someone else, trusting
that person’s guidance toward heaven. We need to reach
out for God'’s help to eradicate the habits of envy. We need
to recognize how it leads us away from the virtue of charity,
especially among those to whom we are called to show it
most consistently. May our vision be regularly swept by our
examinations of conscience so that the sin of envy can be
recognized before it leads us away from the holy path of
peace and love we are called to walk.
