From Father Chuck’s Desk...Next week the Church
celebrates World Mission Sunday. We recall that the word
“Catholic” means “universal” and acknowledge the
importance Christ placed on spreading the Gospel to the
whole world. We all likely have also heard the expression:
“Charity begins at home.” The expression is valid to the
extent that how we tend to ourselves and those near to us
is a basis from how we respond to the call to pray for and
pursue new ways of reaching out to our sisters and brothers
far from us. Responding to our Christian vocation begins in
our hearts; our lively, rich faith based on prayer and the
daily examination of our conscience and regular participation
in the sacramental life of the Church will be the foundation
from which our call to assist in the Church’s mission is
answered.

For the parish family of the Church of the Good
Shepherd to support its local mission, everyone needs to
ask: “How am | contributing to the life of my community?”
Although our mission doesn’t end here, it certainly begins
here. The strength of this parish has been—and must
continue to be—a willingness to offer time and talent here
and there to help as needed. Our former strength has been
diminishing for quite some time. | urge us all to recognize the
real need that lies before us.

If you imagine that “things are taking care of themselves”
you are incorrect. No parish can survive if the majority of
members just come to Mass. And just like in a smaller
family or a smaller company, a smaller parish like ours has
fewer sources of its strength and must rely on each of its
members a little more directly. Those who offer to be a
part of our ministries, such as lectors, altar servers, choir
members, and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion
are all a smaller group than is sufficient for our need. | have
learned that many years have gone by with almost the
same core group of hard-working volunteers for our parish
dinners working longer hours than would be necessary if a
few more people set part of a day aside to help.
Furthermore, although | enjoyed meeting people in the
community at our recent roast beef dinner, | did not see
even enough of our own parish family here simply
patronizing the event to justify the investment. Important
bonds are forged in our community events. The next one is
the “Turkey Dinner.” Your presence is really needed, some
as helpers, many as patrons. Please help support this
parish family.
