Solitude is a gift we can
give to ourselves. The uncertainty of our life’'s events and
those of our family and friends can create tension that can
build up over time. Our current multi-media culture is
ambitiously vying for our attention. Work demands can
seem to “pile up” to the point that we aren't able to feel
“caught up.” These factors are dangerous to our spiritual
well-being if we are not attentive to our need to keep them
in perspective. One of the most important ways to balance
our life is to fit in some quiet time to be alone.

These distracting factors in our life are likely to make
their influence known and challenge our efforts to seek and
find solitude. We may hear ourselves say: ‘I just need to
keep my cell phone on during my 5 or 10 minutes of
solitude today” or “Maybe | can call this time at my
computer ‘solitude’ just for today, because I'm so busy.”
And in a world of so many large and small obligations we
might feel tempted to omit the solitude time simply because
there is no immediate worldly consequence. Driving time,
even with the radio off, still requires our attention to traffic
patterns, signs, and maneuvering the car.

Each small thing we do to care for ourselves enables us
to be who God needs us to be. By tending to our needs at
regular intervals throughout the day and week, we honor
the gift God has given us in our life. Hopefully this time of
the year is calm. The school year routine set. No major
holiday is “right around the corner.” The weather enables
us to be free from most of the demands of yards and
gardens. This might be the best time to look at adding a
moment of solitude to our daily routine. Our church space
is usually open during the day. The atmosphere is
designed to help us to feel God’s presence in our lives. A
park or some other space might also work well. 1 invite you
to ponder the value of solitude for prayer and to savor the
blessings of life.
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
