ALL SAINTS DAY NOVEMBER 1, 2009 

From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…Celebrating the lives of 
the saints is an ancient part of our liturgy.  The Church has 
constantly given thanks to God for the faith, love, courage 
and other virtues that distinguished those women and men 
whom we believe are holy and intercede for us. We never 
pray to saints, of course, only to God.  We ask the saints to 
pray for us, trusting that they love us as a friend or a 
member of our family.  We might be challenged by non-
Catholics who misunderstand the honor we give them.  One 
of the best things we can do first is to clarify our own 
understanding of saints in the Catholic Church.  The word 
saint comes from the Latin word sanctus meaning “holy.”  
We believe that God wants us to live forever, to be in 
heaven among the saints and angels and to experience 
resurrection at the end of time as Jesus did at the first 
Easter.  Although life beyond earthly existence is not visible 
or known to us, we celebrate this spiritual reality in every 
liturgy as well as in our private prayers and devotions.   
     Pondering the mystery of eternal life with this absence of 
tangible clarity has led to the fear we associate with the 
“Eve of the celebration of All the Holy Saints” which was 
later referred to as something like “All Hallowed One’s Eve” 
or “Halloween” for short.  It might be more obvious to 
recognize the word holy day used even for non-religious 
holidays.  As with blessing someone when they sneeze or 
with some wedding customs, worldly influences impose 
themselves as cultural additions and subtractions to our 
holidays that can, if we aren’t careful to remain informed, 
diminish faith into mere superstition.  
     We are a family God made capable of loving one 
another.  The grace of baptism sets us on a journey, loving 
one another according to the example of Christ by the 
power of the Holy Spirit. The sacramental life of the Church 
sustains us in our lifelong task of seeking holiness.  As we 
pray in the liturgy of the Eucharist, the saints inspire us by 
their example and help us by their intercession.
