THIRTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME NOVEMBER 8, 2009 
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� It seems to me that the 
reality of death creates a type of spiritual gravity that draws 
people to a connection with faith.  For those who would 
have a modest faith, a death in the family or among one’s 
friends boosts that connection to the Church up from 
modest participation to frequent participation.  For those 
who may have gone years without seriously contemplating 
their faith, such a death can often pull that person to 
request a meeting with me or a conversation after Mass 
including the question: “What do I need to do to get back 
into the Church?”   The beauty of the funeral rites might 
help this process.  Curiosity and fear of death, however, has 
a unique power to draw people at every level of faith to take 
a step or two forward in their spiritual journey.  With the 
guidance of the Holy Spirit we can allow our emotional 
connection to death to be a means by which we see our life 
for what it truly is.   
     Jesus shows us that God wants us to freely enter into a 
life-giving faith relationship that we may have life to the full.  
Nevertheless, on some level we all still fear death because 
we can’t just ask someone older than us about the steps of 
this part of our journey with God.  Fear of suffering a 
humiliating public death was the method most political 
leaders historically used to limit the rebellion, crime and 
chaos that would have threatened social cohesion.  People 
resisted the temptation to rebel or break the law, even 
though they may have wanted to act against the leadership, 
because of the public executions that were used to make an 
example of those who did so.  Although the penal codes of 
most nations have become more refined over the years, 
civil laws are still enacted to keep people “in line” out of fear 
of the consequences if they don’t.   
     We are called to act freely, because we want to fulfill 
God’s purpose and to experience the peace that being in 
the right relationship with God has the power to give.  This 
week we celebrated the special memorial of All Souls.  We 
remember all those who have gone before us in faith as a 
Church at every Mass and in our hearts every day of our 
lives. May our faith be the lens through which we see 
earthly life and death, the means by which we live our life to 
the full, and the hope by which we face all the uncertainty 
and imperfections before us.
