FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT

NOVEMBER 29, 2009

From Father Chuck’s Desk...The new year of grace
begins today. The first Sunday of Advent calls us to re-
conform ourselves to the image and likeness of God with
new fervor. Like almost every other aspect of faith, the
Church beckons us away from the temptations to be
absorbed by worldly concerns. It should not surprise us
that when we are called to pray more and be more focused
on the Kingdom of God, the world around us is luring us into
the business of making a material “wish-list,” shopping for
the material wishes of others, thinking about eating and
drinking at parties, and worrying about what we’re going to
wear and how quickly we can loose weight before and after
these parties. More and more things are artificial or
“virtual;” even some of the activities that would ordinarily
draw us together are now able to be simulated with
electronic game systems that will surely be sold to many
people this year.

One of the truths that faith helps us to courageously
face is that many aspects of earthly life have been designed
to point us to its limits. When we are young and strong we
can clearly see in our relatives and neighbors that we shall
eventually grow older and weaker. God empowers us with
the awareness that our childhood disappeared as we were
yearning to be older and now we cannot return to enjoy
what we had. The illusions of this world attempt to mask
the reality of death, to no avail. Regardless of how much
money we might pay to hide the effects of aging, we can
see and feel ourselves getting older. We can—and all too
often do—waste time denying that the world is changing
around us, we can become bitter and angry at God that we
have needed to face losses throughout our life, or we can
strive to grow spiritually through prayer and the sacramental
life of the Church and rejoice in the promise of Christ that
we shall have eternal life. May this Advent Season begin
within our hearts as it begins in the Church, in simplicity of
heart with a hunger for holiness, that we may allow God to
strengthen our faith enough to say with one voice: Thy
Kingdom come.
