From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…We hear about John the 
Baptist in the Gospel this week heralding the arrival of 
Christ. John is always a central figure in the Sacred 
Scriptures proclaimed in the Advent Season. I think it is 
important to remember that no one could figure out who 
John was.  From his birth, his relatives and neighbors are 
astounded when his parents name him John when no other 
member of his family has that name.  Elizabeth tells Mary 
that he leaps for joy in her womb to be in the presence of 
Christ and the Mother of God.  Nothing about John’s life can 
be “figured out.”  He declares that he is “a voice crying out 
in the desert” that Israel be prepared for the arrival of their 
Messiah. 
     John the Baptist is a pivotal figure for this holy season 
because of his faithful response to God’s call. In our lives 
we all prefer to have templates to follow. We look back at 
what was done before so that we can adjust a prior action, 
rather than taking the risk of doing something new. Most 
people have mentors in their personal and professional 
lives to whom they can look for an example or seek advice.  
This is a comfort and a luxury that we cannot simply expect 
for all aspects of our lives.   
     Many people in Israel seek the spiritual benefit of John’s 
work and witness in the desert. Jesus praises the greatness 
of his life and work. For John himself, however, there 
doesn’t seem to be much comfort or peace. He is 
misunderstood from the moment of his birth and is called to 
point to Christ and away from himself when others want to 
cling to him.  People are more ready to accept Jesus’ words 
because of John’s ministry. He is imprisoned for this 
prophetic ministry and then executed unjustly during a party 
because of King Herod’s pride and his new wife’s anger.   
     When we reflect on the spiritual and material benefits we 
have enjoyed, we can more readily act with courage when 
God calls us to attempt something new. May the 
intercession of Saint John the Baptist inspire us with a 
willing spirit to be authentic witnesses of Christ.     
 
After the Christmas Holiday we will be reintroducing the 
distribution of the precious blood at our Masses.  More 
information will be forthcoming.  Please keep in mind the 
importance of staying home if you are feeling under the 
weather, being extra careful about washing your hands and 
only receive the precious blood if you feel healthy.
