From Father Chuck’s Desk...The Season of Advent
beckons us to quiet reflection and prayer. Even among
believers, however, this invitation flies in the face of our
cultural emphasis on the value of being busy. How we
relate to one another and live our lives is essentially our
choice. We must be ready for the Lord. There will not be
any valid excuse if we recognize the commission of Christ
in the Church and yet walk away from the works of mercy
and love to which we were called. Advent is a holy
reminder for us to measure how we prioritize our
relationship with God in the Church.

We celebrate “Gaudete Sunday” today, the special
moment of joyful anticipation in the midst of Advent. To be
joyful in our world can really test our use of the virtues of
hope and faith. We might struggle to see a growth in
holiness since the beginning of the Church. We might also
confront habitual sin that weighs us down.
