Advent calls us to a
spiritual place similar to that of Mary prior to the Incarnation,
Joseph prior to Jesus’ birth and John the Baptist prior to
Christ’s public ministry. The main difference is that for Mary,
Joseph and John, they answer a call knowing more about
when the Savior was to come and less about how He would
make himself known through their willingness to minister
beforehand. For us, we know much more about how
Christ's saving work is to be known among us, but less
about when He is to come again. We are called to a similar
willingness to make personal sacrifices that others may
know Christ. We start off our Year of Grace in this holy
season of anticipating the fulfillment of God’s word.

In this fourth week of Advent, our attention is
deliberately directed through the Sacred Scriptures of the
Mass to a spiritual preparation for Christmas. We are invited
to recall the work of Mary, Joseph, Elizabeth, and Zechariah
prior to John the Baptist’s ministry. They all respond to
limited information from God. Zechariah is made silent and
angels come to Mary and Joseph that they may believe
what the logic of their minds will not permit. They know
enough to believe that God is with them as they marry and
flee to Egypt, but not nearly as much as they would
certainly have preferred.

Let us take the beautiful witness of faith we experience
in these holy women and men whose personal sacrifices
enable God to come among us as He had planned. Let us
let go of our preoccupation with information and accept our
part in God’s unfolding plan until Christ returns.
