Saints so triumphantly won the Super Bowl last week I 
recall feeling especially happy for the team and the city who 
would be welcoming them home with the Vince Lombardi 
Trophy.  Not only had they been the underdogs, but the city 
has still been suffering from the lack of sufficient resources, 
especially in the Ninth Ward, to demolish and rebuild the 
homes and businesses that were destroyed by Hurricane 
Katrina.  The Season of Lent begins right after the Christian 
places in the World that celebrate Mardi Gras or Carnivale.  
New Orleans is right up there with Venice, Italy and Rio de 
Janiero, Brazil among the world-famous places to “live it up” 
before Lent.  The happiness and hope that this upset Super 
Bowl victory might bring to New Orleans just seems 
especially well-deserved. Maybe we in this area (aka 
“Steeler Country”), who have been so frequently victorious 
in the Super Bowl, might look into ways that we can use the 
holy season of Lent to research how to support the poor 
and homeless in New Orleans and other places that are no 
longer media appeal “hot spots” but are nevertheless still in 
need.  May looking at all of our individual blessings with 
care inspire a great awakening of our spiritual potential as 
we begin this time of fasting, almsgiving, and prayer. 
    

Lent begins this Wednesday as we observe 
Ash Wednesday.  Ashes will be distributed on 
the same schedule as recent years: Mass will 
be celebrated at 8:30AM and we will host a 
Liturgy of the Word with Distribution of 

Ashes at 7:00PM. As is our local custom, we welcome the 
pastors and congregations of Bethel and Crete Presbyterian 
Churches to our parish to pray and worship together as we 
begin this holy season. 
     A reminder that Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are 
days of universal fast and abstinence and the Fridays of 
Lent are days of abstinence.  Fasting is defined as one full 
meal and two lighter meals, with no eating between meals.  
Abstinence is to refrain from partaking of all meat products.
