FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT

FEBRUARY 21, 2010

From TFather Chuck’s Desk...How do you react to
people who have different opinions or who make different
choices than you? It is an important question for any time,
but | feel that it is important to reflect on this area of our
lives during the Season of Lent. Jesus tells us to love and
pray for our enemies, but the crucial question then
emerges: whom do we recognize as “enemies”? Is it the
person who is different than me or doesn’t share my outlook
on life therefore an enemy? There is nothing in Christian
teaching that allows for this type of reaction.
Acknowledging this as a truth for us is the first step toward
embracing God’s grace as we attempt to change our way of
thinking. God has clearly created our world with enormous
differences in climate and topography; this and the vast
distances between societies has created the condition for
the way in which people look, speak, and act so very
differently around the world. When we think about how our
parents raised us or what has been familiar to us, we would
be wise to pause and to separate these behaviors that we
like from our spiritual values. Much of Christ's message is in
criticism of this type of closed-mindedness. People now
celebrate the Catholic Christian faith in all of these diverse
cultures of our world. The choices that others enjoy are as
worthy of respect as our own. Furthermore, we are called
to see all the blessings that surround us as a child of God,
not prejudging whether or not we’ll accept them. Those
who have a unique perspective or life experience are
potentially able to enhance our own lives and teach us
something of the world around us. We don't have to
change our ways, but we can certainly be open to trying
something new. Above all we have the moral obligation to
not rush to a position of closed-minded hostility when we
are in the presence of someone different than us. This
season of Lent is a time when we empty ourselves of
distractions and selfishness to be more open to the
movement of the Holy Spirit. May we accept the invitation
to see others first as a blessing and resist our stubborn first
inclination to dislike or distrust those different from us.
