From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…The deadly sin of sloth—

a.k.a. “laziness” with regard to our life obligations—is the 
way that we justify our lack of action.  In order to sin we 
must convince ourselves that there is some benefit to it for 
us when we are tempted.  This is evident in the dialog 
between Jesus and the devil with the Gospel story by which 
we began the Season of Lent. The devil is sometimes 
referred to as the “great deceiver” for this reason.  So many 
people are excited about partying for Mardi Gras before 
Lent begins, for example, and celebrating St. Patrick’s Day 
in a similar way, but comparatively so few balance it with 
participation in stations of the cross, holy hours, scripture 
study or daily Mass during Lent.  We can justify almost 
anything:  so and so made me angry one time, so I’m never 
going to be nice to him or her again; it felt too hot or too 
cold in church once so I’m not going to go back; I like this 
one person better, so I won’t let any evidence change my 
view of who I don’t like; it might cost me some time, money 
or energy, so I’ll think of some “good reason” why I won’t 
get involved in that important event.  The sin of sloth creeps 
in when we resist the call to find out more and be more 
responsible about our faith, local politics, relationships, or 
our health.  While we have an opportunity during this holy 
season, may we ask God to help us to be better disposed to 
receive the graces and blessings we need to be the holy 
people we are called to be.  

 

PALM SUNDAY is next weekend, marking the 
beginning of Holy Week.  At the beginning of 
each Mass we will commemorate the Lord’s 
entrance into Jerusalem by gathering outside for 
the blessing of palms.  When arriving for Mass 

next week you may simply remain outside (ushers will be 
distributing palm) or you may spend some time in church 
and come out at the appropriate time.
