PALM SUNDAY OF THE LORD’S PASSION MARCH 28, 2010 

From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…Whether you refer to it as 

“Palm Sunday” or “Passion Sunday” this is the threshold to 
Holy Week when we recall in a solemn way the final acts of 
suffering that Our Savior endures for us in His life on Earth.  
Jubilation turns to disgust rather quickly for Jesus as we 
hear in the Gospel account of His last days in Jerusalem.  
Although God could have accomplished our salvation in any 
way, we rejoice in the beauty and intimacy with our human 
suffering that God extends to us in Christ.  We also do well 
to draw nearer than we would like to in the events of Jesus’ 
passion.  If we acknowledge that the hostility of the 
Pharisees is similar to our own hostility to the teachings of 
the Christ when they are in conflict with our selfishness and 
willfulness, then we are in a better disposition to reach out 
for and receive God’s mercy.  If we recognize that we are 
not living up to our spiritual potential, then we are better 
prepared to meet our sisters and brothers where they are 
on their journey and less likely to be arrogant or elitist in our 
attitudes and actions.  Human sinful pride meets divine 
humility in Jesus Christ’s human life among us.  Most 
people who are recorded as speaking with Jesus are 
“pushy” with him:  I want my sons to sit one at your right 
and one at your left in the Kingdom; tell my sister to help 
me; don’t go to Jerusalem; take Yourself down from this 
cross and us...what we need to do more of is to remember 
Mary’s few recorded words:  “Do whatever He tells you.”  
May our open hearts and commitment in faith help us to 
know Our Savior better and be the holy disciples we are 
called to be.
