From TFather Chuck’s Desk...Last week the Church
remembered Saint Martin 1, pope and martyr in the 7"
Century. He was an important defender against the heresy
of Monotheletism, named by the Greek words for “one will”
proposing that Christ did not have a fully human will, but
only a divine will. We must remember that heresies are
important to understand because the logic that made them
sound good then is the same logic we might use when we
attempt to “figure out” what we need to embrace in faith. St.
Gregory Nazianzen states one of the great axioms of these
heresies against Christ’s humanity: “What is not assumed
is not redeemed.” In other words, to the extent that we fail
to embrace the mystery that Christ remains fully divine
while fully assuming our humanity, we fail to see that God
loves and restores our whole self to right relationship with
Himself.

St. Martin’s spiritual battle can help us to remember that
our human will is part of who we are. We have the power to
use our will for good or for evil. When we will to harm
another person’s reputation by spreading gossip without
having the whole story, for example, or when we fail to
strengthen our will power against addictions to or abuses of
alcohol, food, gambling, desires, possessions, the internet,
etc., we harm ourselves, weaken our relationship with our
Savior and do violence in the community of the God'’s
people. Just like with heresies, the logic that we use to
“justify” sinful choices is what we need to lay before the
Lord who alone can heal us. St. Martin was tortured for
defending the full humanity of Christ.  Through his
intercession may we build up the dignity of our humanity so
that we may be the blessing to one another—even those we
dislike—we are called to be. We shall have all eternity to
know how well we have done so.

These youngsters
have been working hard since last September in
preparation of this day. Please keep them and their families
in your prayers as they celebrate and in the days to come.
