From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…We are blessed at the 
Church of the Good Shepherd with many people attending 
who belong as parish members.  We must, however, reach 
out to those who have not yet chosen to be with us and 
remind Catholics to renew their faith commitment by being 
with us.  When members show their love for the Church by 
being a part of the worshipping community on a regular 
basis, the whole parish is blessed by their presence.  
Furthermore, their family, neighbors and friends are also 
blessed with an example of Christian commitment that can 
inspire.  Christ commissioned the apostles to preach and to 
build up the Church.  This was the goal of the original 
apostles and it is our shared goal as Catholics.   
      Recently we prepared our young people for the 
sacrament of Confirmation.  In the weeks leading up to this 
important event, sadly, many parishes encounter “eleventh 
hour” requests to create a sponsor endorsement for 
someone who is not even coming close to fulfilling the 
obligation to regularly attend Mass.  Especially pathetic is 
the hostility that the inactive Catholic or their family then 
sometimes chooses to direct at those who have the moral 
obligation to assure that sponsors are examples of faith to 
inspire the one who is about to receive the sacrament of 
initiation.   
      We must all encourage our poorly attending members to 
join us for Mass. This is a perfect time to remind those who 
are turning 18 to request the forms necessary to become 
members on their own.  The way to be able to receive a 
sponsor certificate from Good Shepherd is to belong here 
and attend Mass here on a regular basis.  If you are 
registered as a member here you are obligated to come to 
Mass every week and on solemnities; if you choose not to 
come you are walking away from your obligation as a 
Catholic and excluding yourself from being able to say “yes” 
when someone asks you to be a sponsor for Confirmation 
or a godparent for Baptism.  We welcome new members 
and returning members with open arms.  Pray that more 
people choose to become Catholics and please encourage 
any Catholic you know who may not be attending here or at 
their parish of the importance of living out the commitment 
to the faith we share as Catholics.
