From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…Recently we celebrated 
the feast of Saint Catherine of Siena, a holy woman of the 
fourteenth century.  She was blessed with mystical visions 
and was an inspiration to many by her generous care for 
the sick who had no one else to help them.  She did not 
seek fame, and actually secluded herself in her life of 
solitude, fasting and prayer, but many important people in 
central Italy sought her counsel.  She even inspired Pope 
Gregory XI to leave the palace where he lived in Avignon, 
France and to return to his appointed pastoral ministry to 
the people of Rome.  She was given wisdom and insight to 
speak in a way that led many to Christ and greater fidelity to 
the mission of the Church.  She was given a holy mind and 
used it to teach.  Those who found inspiration in her spoken 
and written words were the recipients of her choice first to 
be a person of prayer, simplicity and authentic witness to 
the Beatitudes of Jesus.   
 One constant danger for us on our spiritual journey 
is to look either too closely or too far away.  If we become 
too self-centered, our prayer life will be a litany of requests 
and we will not be properly disposed to recognize God’s 
voice in our daily life.  If we are too focused on the distant 
future, we may not be ready to embrace our opportunities to 
give witness to our faith.  Saint Catherine was first hungry 
for holiness and lived in prayerful contemplation; afterwards 
she was recognized as a holy person.  We have today and 
the rest of our lives to be more prayerful and generous.  If 
we try to tell someone to be a better Christian or write a 
book on faith before we have shown our faith in committed 
love of Christ and our brothers and sisters, we are not likely 
to be effective.  Through the intercession of St. Catherine of 
Siena, may we worship with the whole Church, quietly pray 
every day, generously love according to the example of 
Christ, and then, when we are asked, teach what we 
believe.
