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PENTECOST SUNDAY

MAY 23, 2010

From Father Chuck’s Desk...There are several themes
that emerge when we reflect on the descent of the Holy
Spirit whom Jesus sends upon the apostles at Pentecost.
One is the name: “paracletes” in Greek or “advocatus” in
Latin both refer to one who is called upon for comfort,
guidance, or help. We have the assurance of Jesus that
the Holy Spirit, our Comforter, God among us until Christ
returns will remain with us in the Church. Another theme
that emerges is that the disciples are together. This is
significant when we look and see that since that day of
Pentecost, the gathered disciples are transformed from fear
and doubt to courage and vigorous faith. This strength
enables them to proclaim the Gospel of Christ and establish
the Church that continues to this day. The Holy Spirit is
with us who are gathered in the name of the Lord as the
Church. We are called to reach out for the strength of God
in the Holy Spirit and use that strength to continue the work
of the original disciples. We must build up the Church. Just
as we hear in the readings for this Sunday, each of us has
received different gifts by the same Holy Spirit. Some of us
are called by God to serve as priests, deacons, or religious
women and men. We all need to pray for and support those
who are trying to answer the call to ministry. Some of us
are called to reach out to those in our family who are
estranged from the Church and ask them to be among us
again. We are called to be advocates for one another rather
than adversaries; we are called to speak well of and
encourage one another so that unity may be strengthened
and resist the temptation to gossip, hold grudges, cling to
negative memories or assumptions that divide us as sisters
and brothers in Christ. May the Holy Spirit find a welcome
home in our hungry hearts and may our parish be a shining
example of joy, peace, love, and faith.
