THE MOST HOLY TRINITY MAY 30, 2010 

From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…From Father Chuck’s Desk…We honor the mystery of 
God whom Jesus reveals to us as the eternal Trinity of 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit this Sunday.  Of course we 
celebrate the Holy Trinity every time we pray as Catholic 
Christians but we are called to immerse ourselves in this 
awesome mystery through prayer, study, reflection, and the 
sacramental life of the Church all our lives.  To that end, the 
Church’s celebration of Trinity Sunday can further support 
us in this holy, lifelong endeavor.  From the earliest 
understanding in God’s revelation to us through the 
prophets, we know that we are invited into relationship with 
the One who has made us and the whole universe.  We 
also know that God initiates a covenant with us, giving us a 
set of laws within that relationship by which to identify 
ourselves as God’s people.  At a specific moment in our 
history, then, the law and the prophets’ inspired message is 
perfectly completed and fulfilled in Jesus Christ’s life, 
ministry, and sacrifice as our Messiah.  Jesus teaches us 
that in obedience to the Father, the Son is made manifest 
as God promised and that He, the Son, would send the 
Holy Spirit to be with us until His return.  These are only 
some of the most basic structures of understanding that we 
are able to graft to our foundational and lively faith to enter 
into this mystery.  It’s not complicated; actually as St. 
Thomas Aquinas teaches us, God is radically simple.  The 
Trinity is, however, beyond our ability to comprehend as is 
eternal life and everything beyond our personal experience.  
Let us use this moment in the Church’s year of grace to 
quiet our controlling minds, and reach out in faith to behold 
more fully the splendor of the One Eternal God in Three 
Persons, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
