THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

JUNE 6, 2010

From Father Chuck’s Desk...As we celebrate Corpus
Christi this Sunday, we reflect on the mystery of Christis
presence among us as we await His return. Jesus tells his
disciples that they are to have this gathering of those who
believe and to eat what He tells them are His body and
blood in remembrance of Him. Every time we gather
together we are obeying Jesusi final instructions to his
disciples. In the scriptural account it is very clearly written
that Jesus takes the bread but then says fithis is my body?d
then takes the cup filled with wine and says fithis is my
blood.0. We have no room in the words as they are written
to interpret that it is merely a symbol. Therefore, we must
gaze in prayerful meditation at the awesome love of God
who, in Christ Jesus, is present, body, blood, soul and
divinity for us and for our salvation.

Love is the beginning of Creation and love is the
foundation of our existence. The love of God is made
manifest to us in our relationship with God. The very
substance from which we receive Jesus in the Eucharist is
a statement about that relationship. Bread and wine do not
exist independently in nature; we must create the condition
for the possibility of the Eucharist by the work of our hands.
We bring something vital to our relationships with God and
one another and we are called to accept our need for Godis
spiritual nourishment as we live in this life. The Eucharist is
the foundation of the Churchis mission. We are the Church.
We are the recipients of Jesusi life and work among us as
our Savior. All we are asked to do in return is what Mary
says as He begins his public ministry: do whatever He tells
you. Jesus told us to gather in His name and to celebrate
the Eucharist in His memory until He comes again. Let us
rejoice in this precious gift and work together that more may
believe and receive. May the Eucharist transform us into
holy people that we may be the servants of God we are
called to be.
