Church celebrated the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the 
Immaculate Heart of Mary. The events surrounding Jesus 
fill Mary’s heart with reassurance of God’s presence with 
her as she accepts this life-changing vocation to be the 
Mother of God.  From the visitation of the Archangel Gabriel 
and later of St. Elizabeth, then the encounter with Simeon 
and Anna in the Temple, through the joys, fears, and 
sorrows of Jesus’ public ministry, we recall that Mary’s life is 
spent in service of her faith and for our Salvation in Christ. 
We recognize that Saint Joseph and Mary patiently endure 
the upheaval of their lives so that Jesus’ childhood is safe.  
Their guidance by angels is brief, leaving them yearning for 
clearer plans.   
 This family life is Jesus’ foundation for his public 
ministry.  The way that the Gospels describe Jesus 
stopping and intervening for those around him because “His 
heart is moved with pity” is a model for how we are to live 
as Christians.  The Immaculate Heart of Mary is an icon of 
Mary’s choice to answer the Lord without reservation and 
an assurance to each of us of her love and constant 
intercessory prayer for the Church.  The Sacred Heart of 
Jesus is our spiritual window into the mystery of the 
Incarnation.  We know that in Christ we see God’s human 
face; in the words and choices He makes in establishing the 
Church we see His Sacred Heart.   
 Saint Therese of Lisieux says:  “Miss no single 
opportunity of making some small sacrifice, here by a 
smiling look, there by a kindly word; always doing the 
smallest thing right and doing it all for love.”  Saint Charles 
Borromeo says: “If you wish to make any progress in the 
service of God, you must begin every day of your life with 
new vigor.”  If we model our lives on Christ we are allowing 
ourselves to be led by Mary.  If our hearts are not moved by 
the sufferings, fears, and sorrows in our world we cannot 
respond with imagination and hard work—to correct both 
our selfishness and the injustices in the world around us—
that form our Christian call to holiness.
