Mass with Prayers and Blessing for Healing 
Rev. William Kiel, pastor at St. Bernard of Clairvaux Church, 
Indiana, will be celebrating a Mass with Prayers and Blessing for 
Healing, Tuesday, July 13 at 7PM at St. Bernard Church.  
            What is it?  How is this Mass different from other Masses? 
This Mass is celebrated for the single intention of healing.  We are 
created body, mind and soul.  Usually, we have no difficulty 
asking God to heal our body, it is not as easy to recognize and ask 
for a healing of the mind or for an emotional problem.  A spiritual 
healing is not considered very often because of our pride.  We do 
not like to face the fact that we are sinners and we need God’s 
mercy and forgiveness.  During this Mass a brief examination of 
conscience is used as part of the penitential rite which helps us 
identify our need for spiritual healing.  Prayer intentions at the 
conclusion of the Mass are for emotional and physical healings.  
Individual blessings are then given to those who wish to 
participate.

intellectuals of the past few decades is Victor Frankl, MD, 
PhD.  He wrote a book entitled Man’s Search for Meaning 
which has sold over nine million copies and is on the US 
Library of Congress’s exclusive list of the ten most 
influential books in America.  He gave lectures as a guest 
speaker at 209 universities around the world on the subject 
of suffering and meaning.  He was a prisoner at the Nazi 
concentration camps at Auschwitz and Dachau. His 
message is that every person has the power to find joy and 
peace, even in the midst of the most awful circumstances.  
On this 4

th
 of July weekend, I would like to reference one of 

his comments about the United States.  He was in awe of 
our wonderful Constitution and yet baffled by his experience 
of Americans’ lack of passion for our unique freedoms.  He 
said that what would be a help to make our nation stronger 
would be for responsibility to temper freedom.  He strongly 
believed that the two virtues sustain each other.  He 
observed that we have a Statue of Liberty but no “Statue of 
Responsibility.”  
 We must ask God to help us each to cherish the 
blessing we have in our citizenship in what I believe is the 
greatest nation on earth.  We have the capacity to use our 
freedom with disciplined responsibility so that the justice 
called for by Jesus in the Gospel can prevail, so that all who 
make commitments to work and relationships will fulfill their 
call.  We do well to rejoice in our opportunities and thank 
God for them in prayer.  Most importantly we are called to 
make our choices in life a continual statement of gratitude 
to God who has given us our sacred freedoms and 
responsibilities.
